‘ ‘ Many would say that it was precisely
within Unitarian Universalism that they
became Christians. Within the theological
freedom of our churches, they found the
“space” to become Christians at their
own rates. Within the historic faiths of
Unitarianism and Universalism, they found
the expression of a creative, vibrant, and
believable liberal Christianity. Within the
liberal churches’ traditions of social action,
they sought and found a theological basis
and a personal inspiration rooted in the

ministry of Jesus. , ,
